the green family
More than nine years ago, 
Carrie and Kevin Green 
were two happy expectant 
parents anxiously awaiting 
the birth of their healthy 
daughter. While they were 
aware of the risks that 
come with pregnancy, they 
felt confident that the birth of their new baby would be 
relatively uneventful, similar to the birth of their two 
boys, Taylor and Cannon. 

However, during the 32nd week of the pregnancy, one 
of the worst nightmares for expectant parents 
became a reality. Carrie was rushed to the hospital 
with an unspecified diagnosis. Carrie's doctors 
discovered that her blood platelet and blood pressure 
levels were dangerously low. To save both her life and 
her baby's life, the doctors performed an emergency 
Cesarean section. 

Grace was born at 32 weeks, weighing just 2 lbs., 8 oz. 
Carrie and Kevin were told that Grace had a variety of 
severe birth defects and that she may never walk, 
talk, or eat on her own. Grace’s birth defects were 
called midline some of which included a TE fistula, 
which means that her trachea and esophagus were 
attached and her esophagus was not attached to her 
stomach; several holes in her heart and a tethered 
spinal cord which meant her spinal cord was attached 
to a fatty mass that was tethered to her vertebrae. 

Today, Grace continues to be a medically fragile child. 
As she continues to fight off each new challenge, she 
is generally a happy little girl who enjoys many of the 
same things as other girls her age. While her parents 
were told at birth that she may never walk, talk or eat 
on her own, today, she does all with a zest for life! She 
plays with dolls. She loves the color pink. She hugs 
and kisses her mommy and daddy.  She even loves to 
sing and dance!
